One of the world’s most acclaimed
and controversial authors, Salman
Rushdie, presents the keynote address
to the 14th annual Albion College Elkin
R.Isaac Student Research Symposium,
on Thursday, April 24, at 7 p.m. in
Goodrich Chapel.

Rushdie gained international recog-
nition with the publication of his fourth
novel, The Satanic Verses, which inspired
Iran’s Ayatollah Khomeini to call for
Rushdie’s assassination on religious
grounds. Rushdie has won aslew ofTit-
erary awards for his work and is amem-
ber of Britain’s Royal Society of Litera-

Published in 1989, The Satanic Verses, remains Rushdie’s most
controversial and influential work. The book was banned in India
in 1988 and in 1989 inspired Iran’s Ayatollah Khomeini to call for

In efforts to alleviate strains upon
the 2003-04 school budget, Albion Col-
lege has eliminated a total of 13 full time
positions and three part time positions.

Ofthese cuts, six full time and two
parttime staff positions have been elimi-
nated. Staffpositions currently filled
by Rudolfo Zuniga of the Biology de-
partment, Ben Engelter of Sports Com-
munication, Amy Charland of Career
Development, Latrina Denson of
Multicultural Affairs, Lisa French of
Corporation/Foundation, Ann Garrett-
Anes of the Environmental Institute, Jill
Mihelich of the Campus Programs Of-
fice and Polly Moore of the Art Insti-
tute have all been eliminated.

Seven full time and one part time
clerical positions have been cut. Cleri-
cal positions currently filled by Angela
Dombrowski of Career Development,
Keitha Snyder of Institutional Advance-
ment, Helen Welburn of Athletics,

College to eliminate several staff
and clerical positions for 2003-04

partment of Information Technology.
Angela Dombrowski and Kelly Isaac,
clerical workers with high seniority, will
be “bumped” to new positions within
the college. The process of “bumping”
means that two people with low se-
niority positions will be let go from
theirjobsand Angela Dombrowskiand
Kelly Isaac will be trained as their re-
placements.

The clerical positions being elimi-
nated by the college in 2003-2004 will
save the college around $110,000.
Some ofthe clerical workers receive as
little as $17,000 per year.

InaFeb. 28 e-mail sent to Albion
College staff, President Peter T.
Mitchell promised his personal assis-
tance to those whose positions have
been eliminated and who want or need
help finding other means of employ-
ment.

These cuts have been particularily
hard on the office of Career Develop-
ment. Two of the three positions that
compose the office have been elimi-
nated fornext year. The positions cur-
rently held by Director Amy Charland
and Administrative Secretary Angela
Dombrowski have been eliminated. In
