From Curriculum & Resources Committee:

In March 2006, C&RC approved a new track in the Department of Foreign Languages: 

FOREIGN LANGUAGE and CULTURE for the PROFESSIONS (FLCP)

(FRENCH, GERMAN or SPANISH)

Introduction 

As the world continues to become increasingly diverse across traditional borders and cultural boundaries--there will be more demand in the workplace and for communities to effectively negotiate otherness--different ways of living lives, which will directly impact professional practices. 

Knowledge of a foreign language /culture will continue to grow in importance as a foundation for functioning successfully in a global economy across many professions. The proposed track (students may major or minor within the track) in Foreign Language and Culture for the Professions (FLCP) is intended for those students who are pursuing pre-professional studies in fields such as economics and management, communication studies, science, or public policy among others; or for those students who are pursuing more traditional liberal arts fields and wish to add a practical component to their education. The FLCP track will provide a combination of pre-professional courses in the target language (French, German or Spanish) with cultural courses in order to prepare students for working in a culturally diverse world and economy--learning and practicing professional skills in the target language and attaining cultural knowledge of the target country. Students will be expected to attain high linguistic competence.




Requirements for major in this Track : 

Students will choose a track in one of three FLCP languages offered at Albion College (French, German or Spanish). The track (major) will require a minimum of 9 units and a study abroad internship. Eligible courses begin at the 201 level. (Course numbers refer to the respective FLCP language)

1. FRLN 105: Intercultural Understanding and Global issues (taught in English).

2. 201, 202, 301 or the equivalent.

3. Foreign Language for the Professions: 303. This is a beginner’s course in FL for the Professions. This course is also open to non-FLCP students.

4. Study Abroad Internship (required for majors, optional for minors)

5. Live in I-House (.25 unit)

6. Senior Seminar (.5 unit): This is a course to be taken after all other requirements have been met or when the student is in the final semester of completing the major requirements. The course is intended for students to do independent study in their particular field of expertise or interest. 

7. Optional Courses to complete the track:

On an “as needed basis” an advanced course in FL for the Professions will be offered.  All remaining courses required to achieve the remaining units can be fulfilled from any of the following courses. 
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Requirements for minor in this Track:
Students will choose a track in one of three FLCP languages offered at Albion College (French, German or Spanish). The track (minor) will require a minimum of 6 units. Eligible courses begin at the 201 level. (Course numbers refer to the respective FLCP language)

1. FRLN 105: Intercultural Understanding and Global issues (taught in English). For the minor this course can be replaced by a course in the FL beyond 303.

2. 201, 202, 301 or the equivalent.

3. Foreign Language for the Professions: 303. This is a beginner’s course in FL for the Professions. This course is also open to non-FLCP students.

4. Live in I-House (.25 unit)

5. Optional Courses to complete the track: 

On an “as needed basis” an advanced course in FL for the Professions will be offered.  All remaining courses required to achieve the remaining units can be fulfilled from the list above in the respective language.

SCHOLARLY AND PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT
Five members of the College Assessment Committee presented a paper, "Assessment, Outcomes, and Success," at the 7th Annual Texas A&M University Assessment Conference in College Station, TX, on February 22.  Representing Albion were Mark Bollman (Mathematics and Computer Science), Drew Christopher (Psychology), Scott Hendrix (Writing Center/English), Tom Johnson (Physical Education), and Melissa Mercer-Tachick (Education).  The paper was a summary of Albion's assessment activity since 2002.
Maureen Balke (Music) adjudicated vocal solos for MSVMA (Michigan School Vocal Music Association) on Friday and Saturday, February 2-3, in Mason, MI.  

She and Albion adjunct voice teacher Robert Doyle served as adjudicators and tabulation officials at the Great Lakes Region (Indiana, Michigan, Ohio, and Ontario) student auditions of NATS (National Association of Teachers of Singing) on Saturday, March 3, at Ball State University, Muncie, IN.  A student of Albion adjunct vocal instructor John King, Alex Chatsiapostolou, won second place in his category, First Year College Men. 

Andrew Bishop (Music) completed a newly commissioned work for the Toledo Symphony Orchestra Chamber Music Series.  Juke Joints of Burgundy for flute, harp, and double bass will receive its premiere on April 16, 2007.  Also in March, Bishop reviewed Chris Potter’s Underground (Sunnyside Records-SSC 3034) for the online magazine Jazz Radio 247.  

Bishop’s Hank Williams Project (Envoi Recordings 0601) continues to receive international radio play and good reviews.  The recording received a rating of 4½ out of 5 stars from All Music Guide critic Dave Lynch, who writes:  “By the time Katri Ervamaa's lovely cello ushers in Bishop's ‘Hymn for Hank Williams (Farewell)’ to close out the disc with a tear and a gentle wave goodbye, you have to marvel at the long and circuitous road this music has taken to come full circle back to the beginning again. And somehow it all hangs together, even as you've shaken prairie dust out of your boots along a trek through the foothills of the Himalayas. Who would've thought Hank Williams' shadow was quite that big? Drew Christopher (Psychology), in collaboration with Mark Wojda (Class of 07), had a paper titled "Social dominance orientation, right-wing authoritarianism, sexism, and prejudice toward women in the workforce" accepted for publication in Psychology of Women Quarterly.  In addition, Drew had a paper, written with Drs. Viren Swami (University of Liverpool), Adrian Furnham (University College London), Ismail Maakip, Mohammed Ahmad, and Nurul Nawi (Universiti Malaysia Sabah), titled "A cross-cultural investigation of students’ preferences for lecturers’ personalities in Britain, Malaysia and the United States" accepted for publication in Learning and Individual Differences.

Andrew French (Chemistry) and Albion College junior Shauna Paradine are co-authors on a recently published article, “Enantioselective α-Oxytosylation of Ketones Catalysed by Iodoarenes,” Robert D. Richardson, T. Keri Page, Sabine Altermann, Shauna M. Paradine, Andrew N. French, and Thomas Wirth, Synlett, 2007, 538-542.  This article is the result of Andrew’s continuing work on chiral hypervalent iodine reagents in collaboration with Cardiff University (Wales). This is the second article Andrew has had published with Albion College undergraduate coauthors.

The results of Shauna’s work, both at Albion College and Cardiff University, garnered her a 2007 IUPAC Poster Prize at the National American Chemical Society Meeting in Chicago, March 25 – 29. 

Andrew has also been invited to the University of Mainz (Germany) to serve as Visiting Professor of Chemistry for the month of July, 2007.  Andrew and Professor Bernhard Witulski of the University of Mainz have co-written a $500,000 grant to the NSF-DFG “Cooperative Activities in Chemistry between U.S. and German Investigators” to support this new collaboration in hypervalent iodine chemistry.  Additionally, Shauna Paradine has been accepted by the RISE-DAAD Program, an international research program between Germany and the USA, and will work with Witulski this summer.

Jahn Hakes (Economics & Management) was co-author on the article, "Automobile Seatbelt Usage and the Value of Statistical Life," with W. Kip Viscusi of Vanderbilt University that was published in the January 2007 issue of the Southern Economic Journal.

On March 23rd, Jahn presented a research paper, "Pay, Productivity and Aging in the NBA and MLB" at the Midwestern Economics Association meetings in Minneapolis, MN.  The paper, co-authored with Chad Turner of Nicholls State University, examines deterioration of skills at the end of player careers in professional basketball and baseball.

Thomas Johnson (Physical Education) gave a talk, "Purposeful Movement & Learning Through Play: The Impact of Physical Activity on Learning," at the Michigan Head Start Association Annual Early Childhood Training Pre-Conference and Conference, March 14-16, in Kalamazoo, Michigan. 

Dale Kennedy and Doug White (Biology) attended the 87th annual meeting of the Wilson Ornithological Society in Boston, MA, on March 22-25, 2007.   Dale was in charge of putting together the scientific program for the meeting which went very well.  Dale and Doug co-authored presentations by two Albion students, Megan Fitzpatrick and David Goodyear.  Megan was awarded the Nancy Klamm Best Undergraduate Poster Award for her presentation, "Nest structure, incubation, egg viability, and sex ratio in Tree Swallows in Michigan."  At the meeting, Dale was elected to a two-year term of First Vice-President of WOS and Doug completed his second year of a three-year term on the WOS Council.  

This past year, Dale had a publication with a former student, Natalie Dubois (AC 1997), who recently completed her postdoctoral experience at Ohio University and now resides in the Washington, DC, area: Dubois, N. S., E. D. Kennedy, and T. Getty.  2006.  Surplus nest boxes and the potential for polygyny affect clutch size and offspring sex ratios in house wrens.  Proceedings of the Royal Society B (Biological Sciences) 273:1751-1757.

For this summer, Dale has been accepted into a short course in Stable Isotope Ecology at the University of Utah.  She anticipates incorporating this set of techniques into future research that she and Doug will conduct on birds at the Whitehouse Nature Center (and other places).

Sheila Lyons-Sobaski (Biology) was co-author with J. E. Beever on an article, “ Isolation and characterization of microsatellite markers for Sabatia campestris (Gentianaceae),” an Illinois state-endangered plant, that was published in Molecular Ecology Notes &:260-262, 2007.
Darren Mason (Mathematics & Computer Science) collaborated on the paper “The Role of Heterogeneous Deformation on Damage Nucleation at Grain Boundaries in Single Phase Metals,” which has recently been accepted for publication in The International Journal of Plasticity, a peer-reviewed archival journal.  Co-authors were T.R. Bieler, P. Eisenlohr, F. Roters, and D. Raabe of the Max Planck Institut für Eisenforschung in Düsseldorf, Germany, & T.R. Bieler, D. Kumar, and M.A. Crimp of Michigan State University.

Carol Moss (Physical Education/Athletic Training) was in Raleigh, NC, in February with the 29 other members of the National Athletic Trainers' Associations Board of Certification writing test questions for the Athletic Trainers' BOC exam. Part of their charge was to finish their work on converting the "old" format to a completely computerized format. Carol has been with the BOC for three years.
Bob Moss (Physical Education/Athletic Training) was in Austin, TX, in late February with the Commission on Accreditation of Athletic Training Education (CAATE). Bob is one of six commissioners charged with all accreditation issues and guidelines relating to accredited athletic training education programs. There are currently 346 accredited programs in the country.

On March 10, Carol and Bob presented a lecture-workshop, "The Biomechanics of Gait," to 90 attendees at the Great Lakes Athletic Training Association (GLATA) District Meeting and Symposium in Lake Charles, IL. GLATA is comprised of six states:  Minnesota, Wisconsin, Illinois, Indiana, Ohio and Michigan and the province of Ontario.

Nathanael O'Reilly (English) attended the Annual Conference of the American Association of Australian Literary Studies at Georgetown University, March 22-24.  He presented a paper entitled, "The Seduction of Radicalism and Terrorism in A.L. McCann's Subtopia," was an invited participant on a panel discussing the current state of Australian Literary Studies, and chaired the "New Kinships" panel.

Cayley Pendergrass (Mathematics & Computer Science) was invited to present a paper at the American Mathematical Society's regional meeting at Miami University in Oxford, OH, held March 23-24.  Part of the special session regarding Noncommutative Geometry, her talk was titled "Extending Herstein's Theorems to Just Infinite Algebras."

Selva Raj (Religious Studies) has his new book Miracle as Modern Conundrum in South Asian Traditions accepted for publication by the State University of New York Press (SUNY).  He has also signed contracts for two different books: South Asian Religions: Belief Systems and Practices (with Routledge Press) and Invisible Diaspora: South Asian Christians in North America and Europe (with Ashgate Publishing).  On March 22, he delivered an invited public lecture entitled "Deity Hunting and Temple Crossing: Hindus and Christians in South India" at Loyola University Chicago. 

Greg Saltzman (Economics & Management) will present a talk in New York City in April titled, "The National Labor Relations Board and Professional Bargaining Rights."  His talk is part of a conference sponsored by the National Center for the Study of Collective Bargaining in Higher Education and the Professions.

In November 2006, Gary Wahl (Art & Art History) delivered work for "Sculpture @ the Airport" at South Bend Regional Airport, presented by South Bend Museum of Art, South Bend, Indiana.  Gary loaned an 18' x 8' x 8' concrete and steel sculpture.  The sculpture titled "Uproot" depicted a metal house on a concrete slab with a long tap root.  Gardeners might recognize the form from pulling crab grass and other weeds.  The house lies on its side suggesting it has been pulled from the ground.  The sculpture was made possible through a Faculty Development Grant.  Gary was also supported by Student Research Assistants Tommy Kawel and Becca Dennison.  The work will be on display until the Summer of 2008.  A color catalog will be published in the spring of 2007.

In April 2006, Gary's work was included in the "International Symposium of Interactive Media Design Fine Art Exhibition" at Yeditepe University, Istanbul, Turkey.  Digital photographs demonstrating an all-digital fine photo print workflow were exhibited at the symposium.  The work will also appear in the published Symposium Proceedings. Also last April, Gary participated in the exhibition "Into View: Celebrating 15 years at the Sculpture Center’s Window to Sculpture" at the Cleveland State University Art Gallery, Cleveland, Ohio.  Gary displayed small preparatory models of his large scale sculpture work as part of Sculpture Center Reunion Exhibition.  Included in the show was a model for the work that would later be installed at the South Bend Airport.

In June 2006, Gary's work was included in "Photo Works of the 21st Century and Beyond" at The Center for Fine Art Photography, Fort Collins, Colorado. QUALIFIED students may choose a “fast track” language program at an approved summer institution domestically or language / internship program abroad during the summer after their freshman year.
