SCHOLARLY AND PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT

Maureen Balke (Music) adjudicated and was clinician for over 120 vocal solo performances at two 2-day events for the Michigan School Vocal Music Association (MSVMA):   April 4-5 at the State level competition at Walled Lake Central High School, and April 18-19 for the Michigan Youth Arts competition ("best of the best") at Portage Central High School.

Maureen and Albion College adjunct voice instructor John King took part in a three-day short course leading to their certification at Level I of the LoVetri Somatic Voice Works method for teaching CCM (Contemporary Commercial Music, including musical theatre), April 11-13.   The course was sponsored by Albion College Music Department and featured internationally acclaimed master teacher and clinician Jeanette LoVetri, with presentations by Albion College adjunct voice instructor Robert Doyle, who is certified at Level III.   This training brings additional expertise in the teaching of contemporary vocal styles to the department and college.  

On May 4, Maureen and Douglas Rose were soloists for the spring concert of the Tecumseh Pops Orchestra, under the direction of James Ball. Greg Saltzman (Economics & Management) spent a month from mid-May to mid-June as a Fulbright Senior Specialist at Jilin University in China.  During the Fulbright, he taught labor relations to undergraduates and masters students in the Human Resource Management Department of the business school at Jilin University, and he quickly discovered one respect in which the Human Resource Management Department at Jilin here differs from any H.R.M. department in the United States:  six of the twelve regular faculty members here are members of the Communist Party.  Of course, in China, the social significance of Communist Party membership is that you are part of the establishment and are well connected to people in power.  In contrast, in America, it implies that you are a radical outsider who wants to overturn the existing economic, social, and political system.  Students in the business school at Jilin University are eager to improve their English language skills, which they see as crucial to success in business.
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
