BUDGET CUTS TO MUDD AND STOCKWELL LIBRARIES
WILL MAKE ALREADY SPARSE ACADEMIC RESOURCES
EVEN HARDER TO COME BY.  As a result students will have
to rely more on intra-libray loan services like Inmich.  Col-
lege libraries all around the country  have been facing simi-
lar financial hardships and budget cuts.

As the nation’s depressed
economic state works its way
through many aspects of society,
institutions such as Albion
College are not immune to its ill
effects. To help combat Albion
College’s current budget deficit,
the administration is searching for
ways to cut expenses. One area
in which cutbacks are being made
is in the library.
   In contrast to the more
generous budgets the library
enjoyed in recent years, its budget
this year for expenditures such as
book and serial purchases,
maintenance and supplies has
been cut by about $70,000 from
last year, a cut of about 9.7
percent. The library has also been
directed by the administration to
make staff cuts in addition to the
$70,000 cut from other spending.

Costs associated with
acquisitions and staff make up 80
percent of the library’s budget.
     In terms of acquisitions, the
library is cutting back in three
areas: books, journals and
electronic databases. The cost of
renewing journals is rising well

over the national inflation rate. The
library has already stopped
subscribing to some of the least-
used journals, with more
cancellations to follow. “In order
to meet the budget we were given,
we had to make some acquisitions
cuts,” said John Kondelik,

director of the library.
     Decisions about the extent of
any job cuts have not been
determined. It is hoped that staff
reductions can be done through
early retirement or voluntary
leaving, rather than termination.
Eliminated positions would be of
non-student workers, since
student worker salaries are
funded with federal work-study
funds. The reduction of non-
student workers, such as
librarians, is not without  negative
effects for all. “Cutting staff will
have an impact on services
offered,” Kondelik said.
  The Library Advisory
Committee has researched  the
importance of library spending.
“The goal of the library and of
the Library Advisory Committee
is to minimize the adverse impact
of these budget cuts on teaching
and research,” said Greg Saltzman

In light of the recent housing
crisis on campus, the college has
proposed a plan to increase
enrollment and alleviate the
current budget deficit.
    Optimum enrollment as defined
in the Guidelines for Managing
Enrollment Growth is, “the
number of high quality students
who can be taught effectively in
the current classroom space and
new classroom space created by
the renovation and expansion of
the Science Complex.”
     The Guidelines also state that
two goals of increased enrollment
are to “balance the budget and
eliminate deficits as soon as
possible,” as well as to “maintain
a high-quality academic program
during growth and after stability
in enrollment is achieved.”
     The Guidelines fail to mention
anything about the effect
increased enrollment would have
on campus housing.  It does,
however, describe in depth a plan

to increase faculty for the 2004-
05 academic year in order to better
serve students.
       With a budget for the 2002-03
academic year of $54,845,252
many students question why the
budget deficit exists. 
          Aside from salaries, benefits
and outside vendors’ costs to the
college, all operating budgets
have been frozen.
          Programs such as First Year
Experience and Liberal Arts at Play
are being budgeted $248,814 and
$100,000 respectively.
      The academic budget, of
which 82.9 percent  is salaries and
benefits, saw an increase of 4.3
percent this year.  It now stands
at $16,473,691. 
       Auxiliary services receive
$6,626,762.  These services
include residence halls, dining
halls, conferences and the
Kellogg Center.
      This leaves a sum of $31,395,98
from the budget unaccounted for
by the  information provided by

With already overloaded power strips crowding the corners of every room, the
question becomes do the dorms have the electrical capability of supporting 500 electrical
spaceheaters?

The recent changes made
to the registration process have
many students complaining. 
According to Cherie Hatlem,
Albion College registrar, the
changes were made with the
students’ best interests in mind.
     The most obvious and
controversial change was the
decision to discontinue paper
course catalogs and put
everything on the Internet. 
Students immediately criticized
the college, claiming the catalogs
were discontinued in an effort to
cut costs.
       This is not the case.  “A
class schedule is a very fluid
document,” Hatlem said.
       A number of classes and
class times change based on pre-
registration data and the first few
days of registration.  Sometimes
more than 40 changes are made
to the course catalog a day.

     When changes are made, it is
impossible to alter a course
catalog that has all ready been
printed.  Many students
schedule classes only to find out
that the classes they want are
full, are not being offered or are

offered at a different time.
     These changes can be
misleading to first-year students,
who are the last to register.  By
the time they get to register  more
than 200 changes may have been
made to the course catalog.

       By putting the course
catalog on the Internet, changes
are made immediately and
highlighted in color.  This allows
students to schedule classes
with little error.
      Students also saw a change

in the pre-registration process
this semester.  Unlike the past,
students were responsible for
delivering their pre-
registration slips to the
registrar by hand.
        Some students saw this
as an inconvenience.  They
went through advisement but
did not take their pre-
registration slips to the
registrar.  Some advisors did
not know to instruct students
to leavetheir slips with the
registrar.
     This extra step in the pre-
registration process is,
however, an inconvenience
that students will not run into
again.  Paper slips were used
instead of computer
registration because of an
upgrade taking place during
the week of pre-registration.
       “We are willing to work
with this system,” Hatlem
said.  “I hope to see more
improvements quickly.” 

The beginning of the
semester brought about  a
new class of first year
students, new professors,
new rooms and new
discoveries. 
        One discovery was
that of a rock in the honors
observatory closet. 
Honors director Larry
Steinhauer, professor of
economics and
management,  was
planning on adding it to his
home rock garden when a
hunch  told him to wait a
little while. 
    Oddly enough, a few

weeks later Frank Frick,
professor of of history
was giving a speech
regarding the college’s
rare bible collection. 
William Longstreet, 1892,
had donated numerous
rare bibles to the collection
and at that time a
newspaper article was
written about his
donation.  A copy of this
article was present at the
speech and included in it
was a brief mention of the
donation of another family
heirloom, a meteorite. 
Low and behold a picture
was shown of him holding
the meteorite.
   Research  uncovered

that the meteorite was
donated in 1943 or 44. 
astronomy professor
emeriti Keith Moore
and John Williams had
never heard of the
meteorite, but
recognized  it as the old
observatory doorstop.
     The college wants to
talk to some of
L o n g s t r e e t ’ s
descendents to learn
any family lore about
the meteorite. 
      The meteorite is on
display in the
observatory.  The
college hopes to learn
when and where it fell.

      One thing students can count on
is the fact that their tuition will increase
each year and yet the college
continues to operate at a deficit.
      Increased tuition is not simply the
result of inflation.  It is affected by
salary and benefit increases, including
health care, as well as increases in

utilities, information technology and
equipment.  Endowment income and
gifts and grants projections also result
in increases in tuition.
      However, increases in tuition alone
are not enough to alleviate the current
budget deficit.  Budgets will continue to
be  frozen in an effort to control the
deficit.

Saltzman, professor of economics and management and chair of the Library
Advisory Committee.
      Some members of the faculty have expressed their own concerns. “I regret
the reduction in the acquisitions budget because I use the library in my own
research, both for my scholarship and for my teaching preparation,” said
Sally Jordan, assistant professor of English and Library Advisory Committee
member. But these problems won’t be solved by staff cuts. “As a manager, I
don’t have the option of reassigning money gained from cutting staff
positions,” Kondelik said. “That money goes back into the salary pool.”
     Many university are facing similar cutbacks. However, some factors have
not helped the Albion College library in particular. New programs such as
neuroscience and FURSCA, have been formed. While the library has been
expected to attain resources for these programs, no funding was provided in
its budget to pay for these resources. “I hope [the cutbacks] will be a short-
term phenomenon because with the anticipated increase in enrollment the
demands on the library and its resources will also increase,”Kondelik  said.
