SCHOLARLY AND PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT


Maureen Balke (Music) served as judge January 31 and February 14 for the Michigan School Vocal Music Association District Solo Festivals at Saline and Saginaw.  These are high school vocal solo auditions, in which up to 40 student performances are evaluated by the judge, who also does a short clinic with each student.

Maureen and music staff Robert Doyle, Jin Sook Hong, Shelby Williams, and Elena Solero participated in the Spring Student Auditions of the Michigan Chapter of the National Association of Teachers of Singing held Saturday, April 17, at Central Michigan University.  Twenty-eight solo vocal students from three vocal studios at Albion competed in these auditions.  Balke, Doyle and Hong served as Adjudicators; Balke and Doyle also served as audition officials.  Williams and Solero served as pianists for fourteen of Albion's competing students.  Students of Balke who won awards include:  Daniel Coupland, First Place for Second year College Men; Rachel Lamphere, Third Place for First Year College Women; Halie Watt, Honorable Mention in the category First Year College Women; and Christine Maten, Third Place award for Third Year College Women.  Hong’s student, Amanda Boundy won the Second Place award for First Year College Women.

On Saturday, April 24, Maureen, as Governor of the Great Lakes Region of NATS, presided over the Regional Auditions of the NATS Artists Awards in Wesley Chapel.  This is a solo vocal competition for advanced young singers ready for a professional career.  Participants in the Regional auditions have already won a preliminary state audition, and the winner from the April 24th competition advance to National Semifinals held at the NATS National Convention in New Orleans in July.
