SCHOLARLY AND PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT
The Fall Chapter Auditions of the Michigan Chapter of the National Association of Teachers of Singing took place Saturday November 4, at Eastern Michigan University.  Albion College adjunct voice instructor Robert Doyle, Governor of the Michigan Chapter of NATS, served as Auditions Chair.   Maureen Balke (Music), along with Albion adjunct voice instructors, John King, Emily Benner, and Jin Sook Hong, served as Adjudicators.  Pianists K. Michelle Beaton and Elena Solero served as Staff Accompanists.  Several hundred vocal soloists ranging from high school through post-graduate competed.  Albion student Alex Chatziapostolou, student of John King, earned a top award in this category and will advance to the Regional Auditions (Michigan, Indiana, Ohio and Ontario) in spring 2007.

Andrew Bishop (Music) completed a newly-commissioned work for saxophonist Andrew Dahlke (Assistant Professor at the University of Northern Colorado).  Flea Circus for Clarinet, Alto Saxophone, and Piano premiered at the North American Saxophone Alliance Region II Conference (known in the saxophone community as the “real NASA”) at the University of Northern Colorado in Greeley, on October 28, 2006 by Dahlke (UNC), clarinetist Abby Raymond (Colorado Symphony Orchestra) and pianist Jung Min Hwang (Denver University) with Bishop in attendance.  The group will record the work for commercial release in December.  While at the NASA conference, Bishop also performed as a soloist with the Colorado Saxophone Ensemble.

Bishop’s Hank Williams Project continues to receive heavy airplay on WEMU, WCBN, and WDET and received an “A+” rating in the Detroit Metrotimes music edition, which wrote:  “Hear that lonesome postmodern whippoorwill? Ann Arbor saxophonist Bishop makes it sound utterly natural to take liberties with the bard of the country highway.  Bishop alternately plays Williams tunes (and originals inspired by him) for laughs and for angst; he jazzes things up and slows them down to Williams-haunted dirges.”
During October and November, Matt Carotenuto (History) presented at the following two conferences: “Because our children do not speak Luganda: Vernacular education, historiography and identity in the Luo Diaspora,” African Studies Association annual meeting, San Francisco, November 16-19, 2006, and “Colonial Negotiations: Social Welfare and Identity in British East Africa,” The Midwest Conference on British Studies, October 27-29, 2006. 

Karen Erlandson (Communication Studies) is the author of a recently published article, “Parent-Adolescent Conflict: Exploring the relationship between gender and severity of conflict in adolescent strategy use," (2006) Louisiana Communication Journal, 8, 22-40. 

Mike Frandsen (Gerstacker Institute) attended "Envisioning Business Programs in Liberal Arts Worlds," a three-day, invitation-only Kemper Foundation-funded summit of academics and executives at Southwestern University, November 8-10.

Tom Johnson (Physical Education) and sixteen Health Minor students traveled to Lansing on November 13th to participate in a Michigan Department of Education initiative for evaluation of the Michigan Model and administering the Youth Risk Behavioral Survey.  Albion students will be part of a team from the State doing this work.  The Albion College's Physical Education Fraternity (PEK) put on a Health Fair for the Washington Gardner middle school's 4th graders on November 15th.  Tom attended the Learning and the Brain: Using Brain Research to Enhance Student Achievement Conference in Boston, November 9-11.
Darren Mason (Mathematics & Computer Science) gave an invited lecture on the Unusual Behavior in Rubber Cubes on November 15th as part of the E=MC2 colloquium series, hosted by the Department of Mathematics & Computer Science at Kalamazoo College. This presentation focused on the counterintuitive nonlinear behavior that emerges when elastic materials are subjected to isotropic external loading.   The interdisciplinary nature of rigorous mathematics and experimental/theoretical physics was emphasized. 

In addition, on November 11 and 12, Darren attended 45th meeting of the Society for Natural Philosophy on Mathematical Modeling and Analysis of Materials, hosted by the Department of Mathematics at Purdue University.  The conference was dedicated to the mathematical study of thermodynamics, liquid crystals, multiscale material models, and viscometric flows of semi-liquids. Among the speakers were such luminaries as Robert V. Kohn from New York University (former deputy director of the Courant Institute of Mathematical Sciences), Walter Noll of Carnegie Mellon University (one of the founders of rational nonlinear mechanics), and James Serrin from the University of Minnesota (member of the National Academy of Sciences, winner of the Birkhoff Prize in Applied Mathematics, and Fellow of the American Association for the Advancement of Science).   The Society for Natural Philosophy, founded in 1963 by Clifford Truesdell, nourishes specific research aimed at the unity of mathematical and physical science. It seeks to recognize and promote work of high quality. It operates through organization of selective meetings on topics of common interest to small groups of mathematicians, physicists, chemists, and engineers. Darren Mason has been a member of the Society since 1993 and has been on the Selection Committee of the Society since 2004. 

Jocelyn McWhirter (Religious Studies) presented a paper on “Messianic Exegesis in Romans 9-11” at the Annual Meeting of the Society of Biblical Literature in Washington, D.C., November 17-21, 2006. In addition, her paper “Messianic Exegesis in Mark’s Passion Narrative” was recently published in The Trial and Death of Jesus: Essays on the Passion Narrative in Mark (CBET 45; ed. Gert van Oyen and Thomas Shepherd; Louven: Peeters, 2006; pp. 69-98).

At the Annual Meeting of the American Anthropological Association on November 17th in San Jose, CA, Molly Mullin (Anthropology) served as a discussant in a session on "Animal Salvation: Redefining the Moral Landscapes of Protected Areas."

Marcy Sacks (History) has been invited to present a paper, "Joe Louis, Sports, and the Myth of Racial Reconciliation in America," at Gettysburg College's Africana Studies Conference in late March 2007.  In addition, in mid-February she will be co-teaching a seminar on "Emancipation and the Meaning of Freedom" for the Newberry Library's Teachers as Scholars program.

'Dimeji Togunde (Anthropology/Sociology) has accepted an invitation to serve as the Editor-in-Chief of an online multidsciplinary journal, International Journal of Social and Management Sciences.  Joining him on the editorial board are Andy Grossman (Political Science) and Emmanuel Yewah (Foreign Languages). 

'Dimeji also chaired and organized a session "Urban Economics and Development" at the 49th Annual Meeting of the African Studies Association in San Francisco, CA, November 16-19, 2006. At this meeting, he delivered a paper titled "Parents' Views, Children's Voices: Intergenerational Analysis of Child Labor Persistence in Urban Nigeria."

In September, Yi-Li Wu (History) was an invited participant in "Remaking Sex", a Radcliffe Exploratory Seminar held at Harvard University.  At the seminar, a group of scholars from Taiwan, Great Britain, and the United States discussed how to formulate new historiographical and cross-cultural frameworks for studying the history of sex and gender in China, Europe, and the Islamic world.   The group aims to follow up with additional meetings starting in 2007 and its ultimate goal is to produce a sourcebook for use in college courses.   On November 14, Yi-Li gave a seminar at Michigan State University as part of a series on "Bioethics and Biotechnology in Contemporary East Asia."
