Curriculum & Resources Committee has approved the following change in academic regulations:

Repeat Courses:  A student taking a course for the first time who receives a final grade of 0.0, 1.0, 1.3, or 1.7 may repeat said course without the permission of the student's adviser or the Committee on Academic Status and Petitions.  A student wishing to repeat a course more than once may do so only with the permission of the student's adviser and the Committee on Academic Status and Petitions.  Although both original and all repeated grades appear on the permanent academic record, only the most recent grade for a course is included in calculating the grade point average and in meeting graduation requirements.  A student may not repeat a course in which the final grade was 2.0 or greater.  Repeat course work to improve grades must be taken at Albion; grades from another institution may not be transferred for this purpose.

SCHOLARLY AND PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT
Mark Bollman (Mathematics and Computer Science) had a paper, "The TI-15 Calculator In The Preservice Classroom," published in the January 2005 issue of The New Jersey Mathematics Teacher.  The paper is based on several years of work with Albion College preservice elementary teachers on the use and misuse of instructional calculators.

Ralph Davis (Philosophy) presented a National Science Foundation Chautauqua Short Course, “Paradox,” with Hans Christian von Baeyer last May in Manhattan.  He will offer another Chautauqua Short Course, “Genius,” this coming May with Philip Schewe of the American Institute of Physics, a contributing editor at Physics Today magazine, and the editor of Physics News Update.  Ralph’s paper, “Shaping the Eye, Shaping the Memory: Visual Narrative and the Arts,” was presented at the New York School of Visual Arts’ 18th Annual National Conference on Liberal Arts and the Education of Artists last October.  His paper, “Global Kitsch,” has been accepted by SVA for next October. (Colleague suggestions for either “Genius” or “Global Kitsch” would be very welcome.) 

Ralph was also part of a group exhibit – “An Exquisite Snake in Honor of Sid Block” which was shown last October in Chicago’s Gallery 37.  It was previously shown at the Jean Albano Gallery (Chicago).  For the 25th year, his artwork was on display in Ann Arbor at the Michigan Guild’s Summer Art Fair where – in an obvious gesture towards cross-species solidarity – he was awarded “Best in Show” for painting (the first time this award has been given).

The presentation “Using Role Cards to Teach Classroom Management: A Cross-Cultural Comparison” was attended by over 50 international educators.

Alexander presented “Using a personality variable to assess differences in emotional affect and anxiety in Division I female soccer players,” A group of twelve students from Albion College attended the conference with Roop.
Tom Johnson (Physical Education) was invited by the White House to be part of a presentation at “Think Detroit” on Thursday, February 10.  First Lady, Laura Bush, presented the Administration’s new initiative of positive youth development, “Helping America’s Youth.”  Dr. Johnson was one of the leading forces behind Albion’s Education Summit in November which focused on Youth Development. 

Darren Mason (Mathematics & Computer Science) collaborated on the paper “Fracture Initiation/Propagation Parameters for Duplex TiAl Grain Boundaries based on Twinning, Slip, Crystal Orientation, and Boundary Misorientation,” which has recently been accepted for publication in the peer-reviewed journal Intermetallics.  Co-authors were T.R. Belier, B.C. Ng, D. Kumar, M.A. Crimp, B.A. Simkin, and F. Pourboghrat of Michigan State University, as well as A. Fallahi of Amir Kabir University in Tehran, Iran.

Anne McCauley (Art and Art History) participated in the Michigan Printmakers Invitational at Buckham Gallery in Flint.  Anne’s etchings, keeper/captive and keeper/captive II, were included in the exhibition that ran for the month of December, 2004.  Also, Anne’s color woodcuts, stay and entry were selected for the Eighteenth Parkside National Small Print Exhibition at the University of Wisconsin – Parkside.  This exhibition opened on January 16 and runs through February 17, 2005.

Sam McIlhagga and Doug Rose (Music) each held a clinic for the Huntley Middle School music ensembles from Huntley, IL, on Thursday, February 10th. The groups were on their way to Detroit on a school trip and stopped at Albion College for a one hour clinic. The two Albion directors offered musical advice to the students and their teachers in a rehearsal/clinic setting.   Sam has also been on separate occasions to visit the Albion and Concord High School bands to help them prepare for their upcoming district festivals. Additionally, he has been invited to adjudicate for the District 8 and District 16 band festivals in March.

From the Athletic Training Program:  three senior athletic training students presented case studies at The MAIA Athletic Training Student Symposium at Hope College on February 3. Micaela Celso's case study covered return to play criteria for a student-athlete with mononucleosis, John Ciecko's case study highlighted "pre"-habilitation for a student-athlete who had anterior cruciate ligament reconstruction surgery, and Jess Possehn 's case study involved the rehabilitation of a student-athlete involving modifications due to unique pathobiomechanics of the shoulder joint. These three cases represented one-third of all student presentations from the 62 students representing all the MIAA colleges. 

Tim Koberna is the chairperson of the MIAA Sports Medicine Committee, and women's soccer coach, Lisa Roschek, is the MIAA athletic administrator liaison for this committee.  Jaime Walls, athletic trainer and cheer team coach, has been charged with updating the MIAA policy on cheer team stunts and on court/field throws from a safety/medical perspective. Sara Koski, assistant athletic trainer, was recently published in Athletic Therapy Today, "ACL Rehabilitation: Techniques to Incorporate into Sport Practices."  Carol Moss, clinical education coordinator for Albion's athletic training major, was recently named as one of eight members of the clinical/psychomotor test writing committee for the national Board of Certification Examination of athletic trainers. She will be attending her first meeting February 23-26 in Raleigh, NC.

INFORMATION FOR FACULTY/STAFF GRANT SEEKERS

Institutional Advancement is responsible for coordinating all types of fund raising for the College and in this capacity, provides a Proposal Form for internal grant seekers and will, in turn, secure the necessary administrative approvals. The form is available online at the IA home page or from the Director of Corporation & Foundation Relations. A completed proposal form must be submitted to the Director of Corporation & Foundation Relations well in advance of the external grantor’s deadline.
Ideally, faculty/staff applying for external funding should have their grant requests reviewed by appropriate personnel at the College before final submission. Personnel to review requests would be the Vice President of Academic Affairs, President, and/or Director of Corporation & Foundation Relations.

Checklist for Grant Seekers

 Discuss the project with the appropriate department chair or immediate supervisor and get his/her approval.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Contact the Director of Corporation & Foundation Relations and file a Grant Proposal Form.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 Review the grant maker’s guidelines, noting questions to discuss with the Director of Corporation & Foundation Relations.

 Create a realistic time line for developing the proposal; allow two weeks for final internal review prior to the deadline.

Checklist for Grant Winners and Project Directors

1. Follow all instructions received from the grant maker.

2. List report deadlines on your calendar.

3. Contact the Vice President for Finance and Management to discuss procedures and set up financial accounts for new projects.

4. Direct the project as outlined in the proposal and/or approved by the grant maker.

· Work closely with Business Office personnel to facilitate financial transactions especially with government grant makers.

· Keep receipts, enter expenditures in a spreadsheet, and cross check with business office accounting on a regular basis.

5. Contact the Director of Corporation & Foundation Relations regarding grant maker approval of any necessary project revisions.

6. Submit timely reports as required by grantor.

Services provided by the Director of Corporation & Foundation Relations

· Prospect research to discover potential grant makers whose interests match a proposed project

· Scheduling appointments for the President and/or other College representatives to discuss the project with prospective grant makers as appropriate

· Communicating with contact personnel of prospective grantors

· Assistance with all aspects of proposal development, mailing of the proposal packet, and distribution of internal copies of proposals

· Recording of submission dates, decisions from grantors, notification dates, and report deadlines

· Notification and acknowledgement of decisions received from grantors

· Receiving of grant agreements and securing of appropriate signatures on same

· Notification of Public Relations Office for appropriate announcement of grants awarded

· Contacting grantors regarding adjustments in funded projects

· Reminders of reporting deadlines and assistance with reports*

*Project directors are ultimately responsible for submitting all narrative and financial reports to grant makers.
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
