From Course Change Committee:

With the understanding that budgeting must be arranged by the department, the Course Change Committee has approved the following two courses from Art & Art History:

ART 301  Video Art


1 unit             Fall, Spring         Chytilo

This course is an introduction to the use of video as a medium for individual expression and creativity. Basic video skills and procedures in planning and producing a videotape will be presented through demonstrations, lectures and practice sessions.  Working with digital cameras and Premiere editing software, participants will become familiar with the operation of all the video cameras and editing deck, sound recording, storyboarding, and lighting techniques.

ART 302        Video Installation
1 unit              Fall              Chytilo

This course is a unique opportunity to experience collaboration with other students and the creation of a large video installation. n The practice of activating a space within the context of art provides the class with new ways to conceive of and produce original works of art.  Installation covers a wide practice in art from site-specific, to specific non-site community-based performance art.  It can be documented and experienced as a non-public event, or viewed as an endeavor extending beyond the private sphere into the world.  In this class, students will be using the large gallery in Bobbitt Visual Arts Center to produce a work that will be exhibited for a month.

The Course Change Committee has approved the following changes in the Music Department course descriptions:

MUS 101L           Theory Lab
0 units                 Fall

Development of basic reading and harmonization skills, as well as the development of the technical ability to perform elementary repertoire.  All students enrolled in this course will be required to take a 

placement examination (given by instructor) during the first week of classes.  For students with no keyboard background.  No applied music fee.

MUS 102L             Theory Lab
0 unit                         Spring

A continuation of reading, harmonization and basic theory as related to playing.  Further development of technical skills will allow the study of intermediate repertoire.  All majors who have successfully completed this level should be ready to pass the piano proficiency examination.  No applied music fee charged.

Title change:  from Mus 212, Introduction to Music Literature 

to MUS 212, Orchestration - 1 unit     Fall 

In addition to providing students with valuable skills needed to arrange pieces for specific ensembles, this course will help to satisfy the National Association of Schools of Music's technological requirements by introducing music notation programs such as Sibelius and Finale.

Last year, Course Change Committee approved History 242, African American History, from Africa to 1865.  As it never appeared in the Deanery, it follows now:

Course description:

A history of people of African descent in the United States from their African roots through the end of the Civil War.  Stress on the development of slavery and racism in the colonial period; the tensions between slavery and freedom; slave culture, family, and religion; race relations in the North; and the black experience in the Civil War.  Readings will be drawn from slave narratives as well as historical monographs.
