Last spring the PMHCS Institute came under close scrutiny by President Mitchell, Vision Dean Len Berkey, and me (Royal Ward) for two reasons:  the institute was completing its first year of operation in its new structure and needed to be evaluated, and the Board of Trustees had asked us to examine all Vision entities with an eye to cutting any excess and scaling back budgets.  We were pleased with the overall successes of the Institute.  We also recognized some opportunities for tightening the organization, eliminating some duplication of efforts, improving internal communication, and saving some money.

After talking with Lisa Lewis and Hal Wyss (past and current chairs of the Pre-Med Committee), Dan Skean, David Hawsey, and Amy and Pat, we decided to make some changes in the Institute that would bring its structure closer in line to that of our other institutes.  Last year the Institute existed as two “co-ordinate” entities—the pre-health professions program and the PMHCS Institute, and students were often involved in one or the other, but not necessarily both.  Under the new structure, all interested students will be part of the larger umbrella of the PMHCS Institute.  As part of this change, Amy’s role as Director has been increased to include primary advising, programming, and recruiting responsibilities.  The functions and responsibilities of the Coordinator have been brought more in line with the coordinators in the other institutes.

This year she assisted conductor Julius Rudel in preparing the soloists and chorus for Kurt Weill's Street Scene, and was also featured as a soloist with orchestra in the public performances.  Mr. Rudel's career is legendary - he has served as artistic director of The Kennedy Center, City Opera, Wolf Trap and the Cincinnati May Festival among others, and has mentored the careers of many international performing artists.   In addition to her Aspen work, Michelle had performances with the Detroit Oratorio Society and recitals in Traverse City, Ann Arbor, and Colorado.  A CD featuring Michelle and American Tenor Jonathan Boyd was released this month.  

Mark Bollman (Mathematics and Computer Science) has been named a Dolciani Project NExT Fellow for 2002-2003 by the Mathematical Association of America and the Dolciani-Halloran Foundation.
