CRC has approved the following revision of the catalog description (on 271 of the 2002-03 catalog) of the Honors Institute Core Requirements:

Proposed new Catalog Copy (the current copy appears on p. 271 of the 2002-03 catalog.)

The Honors Institute Core Requirement
To meet their Honors core, students must take four Honors courses, normally one each semester for their first two years.  All Honors courses fulfill a Modes of Inquiry requirement of the College's core curriculum (see pp. 44-49 of this catalog).

Students have two distribution options for their four Honors courses.  They may take courses:

a. that count for four different Modes of Inquiry from at least three different divisions of the college






or

b. from all four divisions of the college that count for at least three different Modes of Inquiry.

All courses to meet the Honors Core must be taken for a numerical grade.

Students are still required to take courses in all five of the Modes of Inquiry.

To guide Honors students in their selection of Honors courses, the following numbering system is used:

French 301 

(1 unit)

Students will develop communication skills in French relative to grammar, syntax, appropriate registers, necessary vocabulary, non-verbal communication and culturally specific idiomatic usage.  Students will also learn the process of conversation development, thesis formation and strategies for argumentation within French cultural norms, as well as key contemporary issues of importance in the French-speaking world.  Conducted in French. Guenin-Lelle, Yewah

French 314

(1 unit)

Students will understand how French society is a dynamic multicultural construct, as they learn about France’s changing place in the world, the changing role of women in French society and changing demographics, especially North African immigrants to France through reading recent novels or short stories representing these issues.  As part of the analysis of these works, students will study the historical dimensions of the social phenomena and the historical reasons for the current situation.  Conducted in French. Guenin-Lelle, Yewah

French 315 

(1 unit)

This interdisciplinary course uses various theories – Narratology, explication de texte, and theories of adaptation – to critically inquire into the construction of literary texts and their filmic representations. Assessment of students’ performance based on active participation in class discussions, oral presentations, several brief papers, and a 10-15-page term paper, all in French. Conducted in French. Guenin-Lelle, Yewah

SCHOLARLY AND PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT

Maureen Balke (Music) was invited to judge the Kalamazoo Bach Festival vocal auditions on Saturday, March 15.

Adjunct instructor of voice Robert Doyle is the new President of the Michigan chapter of the National Association of Teachers of Singing.  He and Maureen served as adjudicators and in other official capacities at the statewide solo vocal auditions of the Michigan chapter of NATS, held April 5 at MSU.  (A student of Balke, Jordi Greene, won Honorable Mention in her category.)

Michelle Beaton (Music) was recently a finalist in an international competition, the Dietrich Fischer- Dieskau "Hugo Wolf Lieder Competition".  (Due to current world events, the final round of the competition has been cancelled.)  She has also recently performed in recitals in Flint, Okemos, and Ann Arbor, Michigan. 

Andrew Bishop (Music) was commissioned to compose music for the inaugural concert of the Detroit Composers Collective.  New and Used for Nine Musicians was premiered on April 6 at the Scarab Club in Detroit.  The music was also presented in a smaller format on WDET radio and FOX 2 News Detroit.  

As a performer Bishop recently premiered new music for Percussion Ensemble and Three Jazz Players by Roland Vasquez at Bowling Green State University, the University of Michigan and the Brighton Center for the Performing Arts.  He was also a guest performer at the Tiffin University Jazz Festival where he performed in a tribute concert to Benny Goodman with clarinetist Ken Peplowski and the Toledo Jazz Orchestra on April 3.  

Mark Bollman (Mathematics and Computer Science) presented a paper, "Exploring Recursion With The TI-83," at the National Council of Teachers of Mathematics' 81st National Meeting in San Antonio, Texas, on April 11.  The paper was a collaboration with Mary Schroth of the Battle Creek Area Mathematics and Science Center.

Mark has also been appointed to the Advisory Panel for the American Mathematics Competitions, sponsored by the Mathematical Association of America.  The AMC directs five examinations for pre-college mathematics students from the fourth through twelfth grades, including the United States of America Mathematical Olympiad which leads into an international competition.

Jeff Carrier's (Biology) paper "Assessing reproductive potential and gestation in nurse sharks (Ginglymostoma cirratum) using ultrasonography and endoscopy: an example of bridging the gap between field research and captive studies" was just published in Zoo Biology, a journal specializing in veterinary medicine of captive animals. Carrier's co-authors included veterinarians from Sea World in Orlando, Florida, who assisted with the long-term project. The study involved capturing presumably pregnant female nurse sharks, transporting them to Sea World from the Dry Tortugas, monitoring the course of their pregnancy in captivity, and returning them after their five month pregnancy to the wild for release at the original site of capture. A previous paper from the study was published in 2002 with Ken Saville (Biology) and two Albion students, Nora Maries and Andrea Lindley, and revealed multiple paternity in shark litters.

Carrier also received confirmation, after some delays during the Federal budget review process finally completed in February, that his grant proposal through NOAA's SeaGrant Program was funded for two years in the amount of $257,000 beginning July 1, 2003. The proposal was written in collaboration with the National Geographic Society and Mote Marine Laboratories (Sarasota, Florida) to refine an underwater, animal-borne video and data collection instrument. The proposal also provides opportunities for Albion College students to participate in internships with National Geographic in Washington. One student is presently applying for an internship position this summer after participating with Carrier and Geographic in a preliminary study conducted in the Florida Keys over spring break.

Drew Christopher (Psychology) and Dr. Barry Schlenker (University of Florida) will have a paper entitled "Materialism and affective well-being: The role of self-presentational concerns" published in the Journal of Social and Clinical Psychology.  In addition, Contemporary Psychology: The APA Review of Books invited Drew to write a review of Lewis Aiken's (2002) book Attitudes and related psychosocial constructs: Theories, assessment, and research.  Drew also organized the 16th annual Michigan Undergraduate Psychology Research Conference, held at Albion on April 12, 2003.  More than 55 students from Michigan, Indiana, and Ohio presented their research, and heard a keynote address by Dr. Bernard Beins, Ithaca College, President of Division 2 of the American Psychological Association.

Dawn Comer (English) presented a short story, "Erick the Red," at Art and Soul:  Mystery and Meaning in the Arts conference at Baylor University in Waco, Texas, in March.  In early April, Dawn presented "Under the Sign of Sleepytime," one of her tourist attraction stories, at the Popular Culture Association conference in New Orleans.  
Janet Heller (English) had her essay "Ironic Humor in Grace Paley's 'The Loudest Voice'" accepted for the International Society for Humor Studies Conference in Chicago in July, 2003.  This conference should be full of laughs.

The Albion College Writing Center was well-represented at the 25th annual East Central Writing Centers Association Conference in Marietta, Ohio (March 28 & 29). Director of Writing Scott Hendrix became Past-President of the ECWCA Executive Board, following his year as President. First-year student Carolyn Widman (English) was appointed Student Representative to the ECWCA Executive Board. Together with senior Writing Consultants Amber Buck (English/Creative Writing) and Alex Faxlanger (English/Spanish), Carolyn also presented at the conference on a panel, "Teaching the Writing Consultant: What comes first, the class or the tutor?"
