CRC has approved the introductory course for the Law, Justice & Society concentration:

Course Description: Introduction to Law, Justice, and Society (LWJS 101) (Spring, W.Rose)
This course explores the basic issues of law's relationship to contemporary society, in which law affects almost all human activity. Topics will include the nature as well as historical and social functions of law; the culture and role of major legal actors in the legal system (e.g., lawyers, judges, juries, police, technology); the tension between ideals and realities in law; and the role of law in addressing contemporary social problems. This interdisciplinary course, based on the assumption that "law is too important to be left to lawyers," is intended to foster analytical and critical skills and to discuss fundamental questions of law, justice, and their place in contemporary society. Course readings will draw from a number of different sources. This course serves as the gateway class to the "Law, Justice, and Society" Concentration; however, registration is open to all interested students.

SCHOLARLY AND PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT


Jim Ball (Music) was named to the Board of Directors of the Conductors Guild at its annual national conference in Seattle in January.  The Conductors Guild is an international organization dedicated to the advancement and promotion of the art of conducting.  The Guild's membership includes such internationally known conductors and composers as Pierre Boulez, Gunther Schuller, Lukas Foss, and Christopher Hogwood. 

The Albion College Jazz Ensemble, under Jim’s direction, will be participating at the Elmhurst College Jazz Festival.  The three day event on the weekend of February 27th will feature college jazz bands and combos from all over the Midwest including the University of Wisconsin Green Bay, Eastern Illinois University, Millikin University, Purdue University, Miami (OH) University, Kent State and Grand Valley State and CMU from the State of Michigan. 

Mark Bollman (Mathematics and Computer Science) presented an invited colloquium talk at Kalamazoo College on February 11.  The topic of his talk was "Some Really Interesting Fibonacci Numbers.”

The second, revised and expanded edition of Understanding Martin Amis (by Jim Diedrick, English) has just been published by the University of South Carolina Press.

Luti Erbeznik (Biology) served on a panel to review proposals submitted to the National Science Foundation's Course, Curriculum, and Laboratory Improvement (CCLI) program, Adaptation and Implementation (A&I) track. The review took place in Washington, D.C., February 4-7, 2004. The panelists, selected from across the U.S. and grouped by the NSF Division for Undergraduate Education, reviewed grant proposals concerning changes in curriculum that often necessitate new instrumentation. Luti served in one of the four Cell and Molecular Biology panels.
Suellyn Henke (Education) wrote and received a $2,225 Michigan Campus Compact grant, "Children Learning Science Through Community Collaboration."  Pre-service elementary teachers from Albion College collaborate with the Kids-N-Stuff Children's Museum in order to design interactive, hands-on science exhibits for second grade elementary students. All the second graders in Albion will experience the exhibits during field trips scheduled for this April. 

Deborah Kanter (History) has been appointed by the Library of Congress as Contributing Editor for the MEXICO: GENERAL AND COLONIAL PERIOD chapter of the Handbook of Latin American Studies. This biannual publication is the most authoritative annotated scholarly bibliography in area of 

Latin American Studies.

Anne McCauley (Art and Art History) has a color woodcut, still, included in the 2004 Pacific States Biennial National Print Exhibition. This exhibition will run from February through April at the University of Hawaii at Hilo. Also, Anne’s graphite and oil pastel drawing, release sampler, is currently included in a survey of contemporary drawing on exhibit in the Eisentrager-Howard Gallery at the University of Nebraska-Lincoln in the national exhibition “all about drawing.” 

Glenn Perusek (Political Science) has published "Child Labor in the World Economy," in New Politics 9, 4 (Winter 2004) and "Improving Technological Literacy in the Schools," in SHOT [Society for the History of Technology] Newsletter (January 2004).

Marcy Sacks (History) has had her article manuscript, "'To Show Who Was in Charge': Police Repression of New York City's Black Population at the Turn of the Twentieth Century" accepted for publication in the refereed Journal of Urban History.  It will appear in a forthcoming issue.

Greg Saltzman (Economics and Management) has been awarded funding from the Alfred P. Sloan Foundation to cover his expenses of attending an industry studies meeting in Atlanta in April.

Larry Taylor (Geology emeritus) presented this year's Schleg Memorial Lecture on October 14, entitled "The Outrageous Hypothesis of J Harlen Bretz: A Perspective on the Life of a World Renowned Geologist and Teacher."  In the 1920s Bretz, Albion Class of 1905, proposed that the Channeled Scablands, that cover over half the State of Washington, were the result of catastrophic glacial floods. For decades he was challenged by prominent geologists, but was vindicated when aerial photographs and satellite images clearly supported his hypothesis.  Bretz died in 1981 at the age of 98. A television firm in London is preparing a “Nova” presentation on Bretz and is using some of Larry’s lecture material as a resource.
Larry and colleagues recently uncovered evidence for similar catastrophic glacial floods in south-central Michigan. Their evidence is presented in two recent publications: "Sedimentary and Stratigraphic Evidence for Subglacial Flooding, South-central Michigan, U.S.A," Quaternary International Journal vol. 90, p. 87-115, 2002, Timothy G. Fisher & Lawrence D. Taylor; and "Boulder-gravel Hummocks and Wavy Basal Till Contacts: Products of Subglacial Meltwater Flow Beneath the Saginaw Lobe, South-central Michigan, U.S.A.," Boreas, vol 32, p.328-336, 2003, Timothy G. Fisher, Lawrence D. Taylor, & Harry M. Jol.
