Emphasizes how movement and physical activity influence the learning process.  Opportunities to discover the value of movement/physical activities in the classroom setting and to obtain practical experience in the inclusion of these aspects of learning into the daily classroom.

PHED 289 to PHED 233, Human Gross Anatomy

This course will address the basic musculoskeletal anatomical concepts related to the human body and orthopedic trauma.

Changes in course design (to meet Commission on Accreditation of Allied Health Education Program standards):

PHED 253
Therapeutic Rehabilitation and Modalities I  (1 unit, Fall, C. Moss,D. Conley)

Prerequisites:  PHED 212, 233, acceptance into Athletic Training major

This course will address the basic concepts related to the modality use and rehabilitation concepts of the physically active individual.  Included will be modality selection, pharmacological considerations, record keeping, program design and implementation, and safety aspects.  The psychology of rehabilitation including goal setting and motivation will also be addressed.  Current literature and techniques in the field will support the content of the study and clinical application of rehabilitation techniques including strategies for proper exercise selection based on anatomical and physiological considerations, program administration and guidelines for program progression.

PHED 343
Therapeutic Rehabilitation and Modalities II (.5 unit, Fall, R. Moss, T. Koberna)

Prerequisites:  PHED 253

This course will address the injury response cycle and the physiological considerations associated with rehabilitation and modality selection.  Regulatory issues of modality administration will also be addressed.  Modality selection, application and safety criteria will be detailed for modalities used in the care of the physically active.  Advanced rehabilitative techniques including functional rehab will be covered.  The role of assessment and rehabilitation in modality utilization will be considered.  Specific emphasis will be placed on the application of theory into clinical practice.  Current literature and techniques in the field will support the content of this course.

PHED 293
Clinical Lab in Athletic Training (.5 units, Fall, C. Moss)

Prerequisites:  Acceptance into Athletic Training major

Students will learn the theory behind introductory athletic training practices and will be provided the opportunity to actively engage in the application of these practices throughout the course and during their clinical experience/rotation.  Through the use of varied instructional strategies, students will become proficient in the application of the specified competencies in supervised clinical situations.

In support of its proposal to Course Change, the following general information about the Athletic Training Major was submitted:

On April 5, 2001,the faculty at Albion College approved the Athletic Training major. Athletic Training is an allied health profession acknowledged by the American Medical Association (AMA). The practice areas that Athletic Training covers in the medical field revolve around the preventive, evaluative, treatment, rehabilitative and administrative care of musculoskeletal injuries of the physically active. Athletic trainers, like nurses, physical therapists, physicians and most other allied health fields individuals, must be board certified to legally practice. Starting in 2004 individuals who wish to sit for the national board of certification examination in athletic training must graduate from an accredited Athletic Training major. Therefore, the primary goal for this major is to be accredited by 2004 so individuals graduating from Albion may sit for the national certification examination. The major will undergo an accreditation visit at the earliest in the fall 2003. 

The Letter of Candidacy and Candidacy Update Status documents were submitted to the Joint Review Committee – Athletic Training of the accrediting agency, the Commission on the Accreditation of Allied Health Education Programs. Based primarily on the recommendations from the reviewers I am proposing the following changes in the Athletic Training major. 

1) Creating the course PHED 233 which will be named Human Gross Anatomy. This course has been taught for 2 semesters under the PHED 289 number. This course would replace PHED 211 Anatomy and Kinesiology in the major. The main reason for this change is to expose the students to cadavers along with having a somewhat different content emphasis. This new course is more musculoskeletal pathology based.

2) Changing the course sequence, content, and units awarded of PHED 253 Athletic Injury Rehabilitative Techniques and PHED 343 Athletic Injury TherapeuticModalities. In order to make the learning more “real,” these two courses will be revised so that the “basics” from each course would be presented at the same time, since that’s how the knowledge gained from these two domains would be used in a real life scenario. The new course would be called Therapeutic Rehabilitation and Modalities I, reflecting the content and it would be a 1 unit course. Because most of the competencies for these two domains are of the “basic” variety, the advanced concept competencies can be grouped and met in a .5 unit course named Therapeutic Rehabilitation and Modalities II. This would also give us .5 units to be used to meet other competencies that would not have been adequately met under the old major. 

3) The .5 units gained from item #2 would be used to allow the students to take PHED 218, the 1 unit Biomechanics course instead of PHED 217, the .5 unit Biomechanics course. Again, this allows the students to be better exposed to the competencies needed in this area.

4) It is also requested that we drop PHED 493 Clinical Practicum V from the major. Simply put, this course is not needed as the 4 other “practicum” courses and the last requested changes will do a better job of covering the competencies.

5) The .5 units saved from eliminating PHED 493 will allow us to have the students take PHED 288 Nutrition, a .5 unit course. The nutrition competencies will be better met in this course.

Geoff Cocks (History), Jim Diedrick (English), and Glenn Perusek (Political Science) are pleased to report that Depth of Field:  Stanley Kubrick, Film, and the Use of History has been accepted for publication by University of Wisconsin Press. The book grew out of the 2000 Albion College symposium "The Eyes Have It: Stanley Kubrick, Film, and the Uses of History," sponsored by the College's Center for Interdisciplinary Studies in History and Culture. In addition to essays written or co-written by Albion College faculty Geoff Cocks, Jim Diedrick, Glenn Perusek and Bille Wickre (Art & Art History), the volume features contributions by the novelists and screenwriters Diane Johnson and Frederic Raphael, as well as several Kubrick scholars and critics who presented papers at the symposium: Jonathan Rosenbaum, Mark Crispin Miller, and Vincent LoBrutto. 

The editors are grateful to the Faculty Development Committee for supporting work on this project over the past two years; to Marilyn Kniburys, who exhibited grace under pressure last August in helping prepare the manuscript for submission, and President Peter Mitchell, for the interdisciplinary vision and initiative he has brought to Albion College.
