One of the chief characteristics of the past three centuries of western history has been radical differences on fundamental questions.  Since these differences range over the most diverse issues it is impossible for one course to touch on more than a very small and unrepresentative sample.  This class was constructed with the aim of studying the writings of a few authors whose works stated particular positions in ways that crystallized new ways of looking at society, that radically challenged established opinions.  The writings of Rousseau, Nietzsche, Weber, Freud, Woolf, and Bourdieu, and arguably certain of the other authors we will study as well, all fall into this category.

From Course Change Committee:

The Course Change Committee has approved two new courses:

ENV. 201
Ecology and Environmental Field Trip
0.5 unit course

This course is centered on a field trip to a selected region of the United States.  Field studies show the ways ecosystems have been shaped by the interplay of biological, geological, and human history and are thus both adapted to, and susceptible to, changes in modern landscape, climate, and human practices.  Environmental issues of both local and national significance related to these ecosystems are explored.  Seminars introduce these issues prior to the trip.  Students are responsible for readings, participating for seminar discussions, and writing essays on selected topics in their field journals.

SPCH 207           Communicating Gender                1 unit

This course will examine both how we communicate gender, how gender influences the ways in which we communicate and the ways in which our communication (both context and skills) are evaluated.  In order to do this, we must first examine how gender itself is constructed and communicated.  These issues and effects will be looked at both from a theoretical level (students will be introduced to feminist theory and communication theories that explicitly or implicitly deal with gender issues) and a practical level.  In the first part of the course the stress will be on theoretical and interpersonal issues while in the second part of the course the stress will be on theoretical and public and/or mass communication.

Course Change Committee has approved changing A&S 312 to A&S 212 and the only prerequisite will be A&S 101 (rather than A&S 101 and a 300-level A&S course).
